Editor’s Note:

We have some very talented bakers amongst us and we would like to share their
recipes for the holidays.

Tina's Ricotta Cookies

2 sticks margarine (softened) 1 Ib. whole milk ricotta
2 cups sugar 4 cups flour

2 eggs 1 tsp. baking powder
1 1/2tsp lemon extract 1 tsp. baking soda

Mix margarine, sugar eggs and lemon extract and beat well, then add ricotta and beat,
gradually add the flour and baking powder and baking soda.

Fill a teaspoon with batter and roll in floured hands.

Place on greased cookie sheet and bake at 350 for 15minutes.

Icing For Top of Cookie
Make an icing for the top of the cookie with 1 |b. confectionery sugar, 7 tbls. milk and
1 thls. lemon extract , combine all ingredients, add more milk to consistency of your choice.

Rose’s Biscotti

4 cups flour

3 cups sugar

2 tsp. ammonia powder (purchased at the bakery)
3 cups nuts (almonds, walnuts whatever you prefer)
2 cups chocolate chips

5 eggs

Blend all ingredients by hand and form into 4 equal loaves (do not press down the dough)
Place in two pans two loaves in each line the pans with parchment paper
Bake 350 for 20 minutes and then reverse the pans and cook for another 25 min.

By doing this it prevents the chocolate from burning.
